Beginning: Hungry Stanford

Stanford embarrassingly shoos her away, Amalia decides to cook for him

Middle: Meat, Bread, and Potatoes

Amalia stops by Jara’s house to get ingredients

> She gets meat and bread from Jara
Amalia goes to Respite’s garden and harvests some potatoes

> She’s proud of the garden again as the potatoes look good
Amalia heads to the kitchen in her house and cooks a meat pie
